. . . through Bible translation 
Inspired by Ms. Elizabeth Elliott, a frontline missionary and Bible translator, I opted to take up a M.Div. of 
Biblical Studies four years ago with the dream of being a Bible Translator. As graduation neared, I prayed the 
Lord would open up the door for his will in my life. In February, the Philippine Bible Society informed me 
that they will be spearheading a 5-year translation project of the Pinoy Version, a modern-day urban Filipino 
translation. It is my prayer to be part of the translation team, bringing God’s Word to a new generation of

. . . through cross-cultural mission work 
A son of an Anglican minister and a supportive mother, Nnamdi Chinonyerem Ipke was studying at the University of 
Nigeria and leading the campus' Christian Union when he joined Millions for Christ Missions (MFCM). After 
qualifying as a lawyer, he continued to work with MFCM, sensing a call to serve God in Asia and realizing the need 
to pursue theological studies. At ATS’ Graduation, Nnamdi received five awards, affirming his academic excellence 
and his commitment to ministry. In June, Nnamdi plans to take the Graduate Diploma in Biblical Languages at ATS 
and then serve as a missionary somewhere in Asia with MFCM.

I am Van Rin Sang, from Myanmar. By the grace of God I came to ATS under a faculty 
development program and completed my Master of Arts in Christian Education. After graduation, I will be going 
back to my country, serving the Lord as a full-time faculty member at Myanmar Center for Theological Studies in 
Yangon and as a part-time pastor in a local church. Please pray for me, that I will be able to apply what I have 
learned at ATS, and I will be a useful tool in the extension of the Kingdom of God in Myanmar and beyond. 
 
. . . through discipleship and counseling 
After graduation, I will be helping an international colleague develop a Christian training center in Beijing, which 
will include program design, business operations, teaching, and discipleship. Elizabeth will be involved as well, 

focusing on the counseling program. Please pray that God will give us wisdom and strategies to realize our long term dreams for Him, 
of training teachers, starting Christian schools, offering counseling, and making disciples, especially among the college students. Please 
be sensitive with our information; Elizabeth and I would like to keep a low profile as we are preparing to return to China soon.
