· The Green Oak Ranch Group returned our care for the ranch by             
coming to Crossroads and working hard on landscaping and other needs 
here. 

· The Tuesday Morning Bible Study is coming alongside a teenage girl 
from Camino al Cielo who will be able to enjoy her high school prom and 
more by getting help with clothes, encouragement, and love. 

· The 150 Ways to a Richer Life of Prayer Group worked hard and 
laughed joyfully as they made up 70+ sack lunches which were          
delivered to Interfaith to help the homeless. 

· The Monday Night Life Group applied their study of “serving” by helping with needed improvements at Kit Carson 
Park, including painting park benches. 

· The Walking/Hiking Group offered their services to the Mt. Palomar Christian Center and worked hard at cleaning out 
horse stalls. 

· The Wednesday Night Bible Study and Sailing Groups are looking forward to helping with a beach clean up day on 
June 12th.
