MAyY 11, 2010

1. President Doug Van Solkema called the meeting to order with words of welcome. He read Scripture from Joshua 3:12ff
and pointed out the need to trust God just as the Israelites trusted God when they stepped out into the Jordan River. He
led us in prayer.

2. The clerk, Rich Boonstra, read the minutes of the May 11, 2009 congregational meeting for information.

3. Doug Van Solkema prayed for guidance as the selection for elders and deacons began. It was moved, supported and
passed to accept the absentee ballots. The nominees were introduced: for elder — Tony Bons, Paul Lapka, Linda Van
Solkema, Frank Zuidema; for deacon — Rebecca Ligtenberg, Joy Jasperse, Elsa Stout, Josh Vermaire. The selection
process was briefly explained, and retiring office bearers Jayne Kok, Lyle Gorter, Randy Nagel, and Mark Vander Werf
were appointed as ballot counters.

4. Elder Vic Varvel presented information on the proposed new staff position of ministry coordinator, which is a % time
position. This is being recommended because of an Assessment recommendation and also because the council feels
strongly that a ministry coordinator is needed to better manage our diverse resources and use our gifts.

5. Elder Lyle Gorter presented the council’s plans for reorganizing elder groups into geographical districts and having family
visits scheduled by the office. Also being considered is a restructuring of the council into administrative, pastoral, and
diaconal functions.

6. The drawing of the names for elder and deacon by lot then took place. Chosen for elder were Tony Bons and Frank
Zuidema. Chosen for deacon were Rebecca Ligtenberg and Josh Vermaire.

7. Pastor Mark Vermaire discussed the work of the committee evaluating our relationship with Calvin Christian School, a step
recommended by the Assessment. The committee is discussing ways to develop a win-win relationship and looking at the
challenge of teaching Sunday school to students with a wide variety of Bible knowledge.

8. Treasurer Luke Varvel presented the proposed 2010-2011 budget. Major categories were reviewed. Salaried personal
absented themselves while salaries were discussed. The total proposed budget was $399,870, an increase of about 7%
from last year. A motion to approve the budget was passed.

9. Retiring elder Mark Vander Werf closed with prayer and the meeting was adjourned. Respectfully submitted,
