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A WALK ON THE BEACH

Always open to an adventure, we thought a backpacking
trip would be fun . . . except for the grueling uphill climb,
sleeping on a deflated mattress in a leaky tent, and
carrying a heavy pack. We came up with an idea: Urban
Backpacking. No sleeping on the ground. No carrying
burdensome back packs. No mountains to be scaled.
The solution was quite simple: A 40-mile walk along the
coast with meals in restaurants and nights in hotels.

We started at Oceanside Harbor. The first day, we
walked 15 miles to a hotel in Leucadia. The second day
we walked 17 miles to Mission Bay. The third day we walked the remaining 8 miles ending up at Seaport Village.

Our walk took us through a nice variety of different areas. We walked some long stretches right on the beach. We
also went through the streets of some beach towns, some nice beachfront residential neighborhoods, on bike paths,
boardwalks, through a state park beach campground, Torrey Pines State Park, the UCSD campus, Mission Bay
Park, Old Town, along the back side of the airport, and finally along the San Diego Embarcadero. We really liked
the variety: sometimes looking into small shops, strolling through a major university campus, or being right on the
beach.

We only carried light day packs. We ate our meals in restaurants along the way. We took only a change of clothes
and a few basic toiletries.

We have not seen our 20's in many a decade, and the long
distances were a physical challenge. Dirk had pain in his left knee
and | had aches in my right hip. A good soak in the hotel hot tub was
just what we needed after a long day’s walk.

It was a good trip and we would do it again now that our joints and

bones are back to normal. As the country song says, ‘I'm doing OK
for the shape I'm in’.
